The big news for deliveries in the Metro District is the pending delivery of Somerville’s new Pierce Rescue 1 and Mass Port newest ARFF unit.

· Logan has placed in-service an Oshkosh Striker 4500 ARFF unit. The rig carries 4,500 gallons of water, 630 gallons foam, and a 1,950 gpm pump. The unit is also equipped with a 55 ft boom.

· Everett Engine 3 has placed in-service a 2010 Pierce Arrow 1250/500. The former Engine 3 1989 Pierce Lance has been placed in reserve.
· Medford Ladder 2 has taken delivery of a 2010 Pierce Arrow 100 foot RMA. The 1992 E-One RMA Ladder 2 has been placed in reserve and designated as Ladder 3.
· Somerville Rescue 1, after nearly 40 some years Somerville will re-activate Rescue Company 1. A 2010 Pierce walk-around rescue unit is awaiting delivery.

FDNY New Fire Boats

The FDNY has designed and in the process of taking delivery of two new large fire boats. The first assigned as Marine 1 is the 343 for all members killed in the Twin Towers attack on 9-11. The other will be Marine 9 and named FIREFIGHTER II after the venerable 1938 Fire Boat.
The 343 was placed in service on Sept 11, 2010 at 0900 hours. It re-placed the 1954 boat John D. McKeon. These two new custom fireboats are the first purchased since 1961’s Gov. Alfred E. Smith

The Boats were designed by Robert Allan Ltd and built at the  Eastern Shipbuilding Group in Florida.

The vessels are 140 long with a beam of 36 feet across, They are capable of pumping 50,000 gpm via four diesel motors. The large bow monitor is capable of throwing 17,000 gpm.
