Member Michael Boynton is a life-long resident of the Bay State, growing up and living for many years in Franklin with later stops in Walpole and now Bellingham. While in Franklin, he served on the Franklin Town Council for two terms and was instrumental in the growth of the Franklin Fire Department in the mid-1990’s to best serve that Town’s rapidly growing population. Michael started the process with the 1993 Fire & EMS Services Committee which he chaired. In the ensuing seven years, that department doubled in size and opened its first fire substation on King Street, all the while Michael participated each step of the way. Michael’s career in the public sector began in 1990 with the Norfolk County Sheriff’s Office, and later entered municipal management with Administrator positions in Mendon, Sutton, and for the past 12 years as Walpole’s Town Administrator. Michael’s support for public safety among Town operations has been evident along the way with his budgeting of Sutton’s first-ever full-time firefighters, and the transition to advanced life support service delivery by Walpole Fire during his tenure there. On a personal level, Michael’s interest in the fire service has been strong since his early years, and since 2005 has run one of the area’s largest fire hobby websites; MassFireTrucks.com . He has visited every firehouse in Massachusetts and Rhode Island, at least once each, and has individually photographed nearly every piece of municipal fire & EMS apparatus in both states, as well as several fire units throughout the United States
